Five points are now certain; The
"Coming of the Saxons" in or about 449; The halt to English advances in 493 with the British victory
of Mount "Badon"; The terrible "volcanic winter" and famine of 536-7, alluded to in 536 by the
historian Gildas. The battles of "King" Arthur, killed in 537 not far from Hadrian's Wall. The Anglo-
Saxon conquests of the later sixth century.
